•	 4H, 2H, & 4B graphite drawing pencils (1 each, any brand)

•	 General’s Charcoal Pencil Drawing Kit* (Blick #20418-1009) (*includes essential 

kneadable eraser & white “charcoal” pencil)

•	 Canson Mi-Teintes drawing paper:  2 sheets, 19x25”, Pearl Gray (Blick #10710-

2401), cut in half

•	 Arches hot press watercolor paper:  1 sheet, 22x30”, Bright White Hot Press, 140 

lb. (Blick #10033-1042), OR Bright White Hot Press, 300 lb. (Blick #10033-1102), 

cut in half 

•	 Tracing paper (any brand), 12x18”

•	 Tombow “Mono Zero” Elastomer Eraser, 2.3mm  (Blick #21576-9330)

•	 Factis Mechanical Eraser (Blick #21597-2020)

•	 Faber-Castell Grip Trio Sharpener (for colored pencils) (Blick #21430-1001)

•	 Faber-Castell “Polychromos” Colored Pencils (Please do not substitute other 

brands. The layering technique I teach requires these, which are not waxy.)

•	 Faber-Castell “Albrecht Durer” Watercolor Pencils:  a set of 12 (Blick #20567-

•	 1 Sakura Koi Round Water Brush, size 6, medium (Blick # 09094-1020)

•	 Caran d’Ache Palette Aquarelle (Blick #04862-1025) (for use with watercolor pen-

cils)

•	 Prismacolor Colorless Blender Pencil (Blick #20508-1010)

•	 See-through Plastic Ruler
